There are special times in all 
our lives when we need to stop 
what we’re doing or thinking 
about, and take a DEEP 
BREATH.   I’d like each of us to 
take a deep breath, make a 
wish, and pretend to blow out a 
candle...because today we 
celebrate the birth of the 
church...almost 2,000 years 
ago, at Pentecost.  Today, we 
celebrate on the 50th day since 
Easter and the Ascension of our 
Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.   

Chapter 2 in the book of ACTS 
tells us the story. 

The Apostles were all together 
in one place.  Suddenly, a sound 
like the blowing of a violent 
wind came from heaven and 
filled the whole house where 
they were sitting.   

All of the Apostles were filled 
with the Holy Spirit. 

In Jerusalem, there were God-
fearing Jews FROM EVERY 
NATION UNDER HEAVEN who 
were amazed.  Each person 
who was listening to the 
Apostles speak, actually heard 
them speaking in his own native 
language. 

At Pentecost, the Apostle Peter 
stood up and spoke the very 
same words found in the Old 
Testament Book of Joel, 
describing the Day of the Lord.  
(Joel 2:28, 29 and 32). 

 “AND AFTERWARD, I WILL 
POUR OUT MY SPIRIT ON ALL 
PEOPLE.  YOUR SONS AND  

 DAUGHTERS WILL PROPHESY, 
YOUR OLD MEN WILL DREAM 
DREAMS, YOUR YOUNG MEN 
WILL SEE VISIONS.  EVEN ON 
MY SERVANTS, BOTH MEN AND 
WOMEN, I WILL POUR OUT MY 
SPIRIT IN THOSE DAYS.  I WILL 
SHOW WONDERS IN THE 
HEAVEN AND ON THE 
EARTH...AND EVERYONE WHO 
CALLS ON THE NAME OF THE 
LORD WILL BE SAVED!”

The parable of the “Good Samaritan” comes to life at Rock Springs UMC 

Last week, there was an 
outreach opportunity made 
possible by our Food Pantry.   
 

We received a phone call from 
a young couple who had lost 
their jobs, had no 
transportation and had an 
immediate need for food.  They 
had been to our Food Pantry 
before, but this was not a food 
pantry distribution day.  A call 
was made to Mac MacDougall, 
(a dedicated Food Pantry 
Volunteer) and without 
hesitation he put together 
some food from the pantry, 
went to the store for milk and 

bread...and even a cherry pie… 
and set out to make the 
delivery. 
 

When he realized that he 
wasn’t quite sure where he was 
going, he called Jeff Kost for 
assistance.  The two of them 
drove 12 miles to deliver the 
food. 
 

Although my husband and I 
were not able to participate 
directly, God did use us as part 
of the process by contacting 
someone who was able to meet 
the couple’s need for food.  To 
them, these gifts from all who  

support the food pantry were as 
meaningful as a beautiful 
stained glass window through 
which they could experience 
the love of God. 
 

This experience reminds us of 
the Parable of the Good 
Samaritan told by Jesus in 
Luke :10. 
 

As the Samaritan traveled, he 
came across someone who had 
been robbed, beaten and left 
on the side of the road.  The 
good Samaritan stopped, had 
pity, bound up his wounds and 
carried him to a nearby Inn.

He gave money to the Innkeeper to 
provide food and asked him to continue 
to meet his needs.  Since we all 
contribute to the Food Pantry, we are 
all God’s helpers who minister to 
people in need.   
 

To the graduating Seniors, let me 
assure you...that if you listen to God’s 
calling on your life, you will quickly 
learn that you can make a difference in 
the lives of the people God puts in your 
path.  As you go from this place, 
remember that Jesus is counting on you 
to find food for the hungry, to comfort 
the lonely and to heal the sick.  May 
you realize, like the Good Samaritan, 
that God has no hands but our hands.  
You are blessed to be a blessing.  Can

we are the church together.  All who 
follow Jesus, all around the world...Yes, 
we’re the church together !

And when the people gather, there’s 
singing and there’s praying, there’s 
laughing and there’s crying sometimes, 
all of it saying...At Pentecost some 
people received the Holy Spirit and 
they told the good news that Jesus 
arose from the dead, He is alive in our 
world today...we are HIS hands and 
feet.
